was later beheaded. He is the patron saint

of lawyers.
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The Fourth, Fifth, and Sixth Commandments
help us live in relationship with others.
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The Fourth Commandment calls families to
support one another. God wants our parents
to care for us. In return God wants us to
respect our parents. Obedience is one form
of respect.
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The Fifth Commandment teaches us that
killing is wrong. Acting on our anger can
lead to violence, which is a sin against
this commandment.
