It listened to feedback
and renewed itself by acting on the call to repent
and reform.

During the Council of Trent, Catholic bishops met
to offer a collective response to the Protestant
Reformation and to determine steps necessary
to renew the Catholic Church.
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)

In response to claims made by the Reformers,
the Council of Trent affirmed the Church's
teachings on transubstantiation, the Real
Presence, and the seven sacraments.
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The Council of Trent inspired the founding of
new religious communities, which opened
doors for devout Catholics such as Saint Francis
de Sales and Saint Jeanne de Chantal. The
council encouraged Catholics to receive Holy
Communion at least once a week.

As a result of the Church’s response to the
Reformers, two-thirds of Christians in Europe
remained Catholic.
