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Celebrating Pentecost

On the Feast of Pentecost, we celebrate the birth
of the Church 50 days after Easter. Pentecost
occurred nine days after Jesus’ Ascension into
Heaven. The Holy Spirit descended on the
Apostles, making it possible for them to share
God'’s Word.
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On Pentecost Sunday, we celebrate the work of
the Holy Spirit in the past and in the present.
We are guided by the Holy Spirit to serve the
Kingdom of God.
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Pope John Paul Il was the first pope from Poland.
He was known as a peacemaker and a defender
of the dignity of human life. He lived a life of
openness and charity.
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To beatify and canonize a person, two miracles
must be proven to be attributed to the
intercession of the person.
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Pope John Paul Il announced that 1985 would be
a Jubilee Year for the Catholic Church. He called
people to witness to their faith in specific ways.
Pope John Paul Il also instituted World Youth Day
so that young people could renew their faith.
